Cut and Attach Spindles

r Cut spindle to length. Allow ample
length for spindles to fit into bottom
of handrail. For strongest results,
use spindle fastening kit and spindle

s fasteners. As an option, use shoe rail

L1 or existing dowel bottoms. Toe nail
top of spindles into underside of rail.
Finish installation by cutting fillet to
size, if used, attach with glue.

How to Attach to Plowed Rails

Precutting Fillets... Determine the correct spacing
needed and trim fillets. Only one end of the fillets needs
to be cut to match the stair rake. 7

Attaching Spindles...

Use wood glue and finishing nails
toe nailed in at angles from either
side in the plowed area. Use fillets
as spacers and nail cover-ups.
